You can use namespaces by using a colon in the pagename.

by default, but this behavior can be enabled in the config file.

Hint: If DokuWiki is a link, then it's enabled.
When a section's heading is changed, its bookmark changes, too.
So don't rely on section linking too much.

DokuWiki supports Interwiki links. These are quick links to other

Non-parsed Blocks
You  can  include  non-parsed  blocks  into  your  documents  by  either
indenting  them by  at  least  two spaces  (like  used  for  the  previous
examples) or by using the tags code or file.

To let the parser ignore an area completely (ie. do no formatting on it),
enclose the area either with nowiki tags or even simpler, with double
percent signs %%.

Syntax Highlighting
DokuWiki can highlight sourcecode, which makes it easier to read. It
uses the GeSHi Generic Syntax Highlighter – so any language supported
by GeSHi is supported. The syntax is the same like in the code block in
the previous section, but this time the name of the used language is
inserted inside the tag. Eg. <code java>.

12h = 12 hours).

The refresh period defaults to 4 hours. Any value below 10 minutes will
be  treated  as  10  minutes.  DokuWiki  will  generally  try  to  supply  a
cached version of a page, obviously this is inappropriate when the page
contains dynamic external content. The parameter tells DokuWiki to re-
render the page if it is more than refresh period since the page was last
rendered.
